The money thus saved by
the Augustana Food Service De-
partment will be sent to the Unit-
ed States National Student Asso-
ciation in an effort to help unem-
ployed Southern Negroes who are
not receiving their state and fed-
eral aid.

For the past few years the Ne-
gro situation has been brought to
the attention of Augustana stu-
dents, but participation by stu-
dents to help better the Negro
situation has been nil. During the
past school year Mel Pettis and
John Griffen have caused student
awareness of both the local and
national civil rights' outlook, but
next Wednesday's “Fast for for
Freedom Food” will be the first
time students have been given the
chance on this campus to take part
