Students should major in Geography at Augustana to be considered for admission to the University of
Illinois Master of Landscape Architecture Program at the completion of three years at Augustana.

● recommended supporting courses 
● a minimum of 90 semester hours applicable toward graduation. 
● Geography senior inquiry research (GEOG-472/473) is not required
