Our larger aim is that every student enrolled in a philosophy course receives significant
exposure to the discipline of careful argumentation. To this end, as well as the end of the
college-wide emphasis on critical reasoning, we offer our students exposure to several types of
argument, the evaluation of arguments, and the ability to identify and address both formal and
informal fallacies.
